The course has been designed with special regard to those who wish to know more about Hungary or Central Europe while they are doing their studies at the University of Debrecen.. Based on the major turning points of the history of our country in the 20th century, Modern Hungary provides a comprehensive portrait of the political and cultural events as well as persons and institutions with special attention to the significance of Debrecen. Some of the classes will provide an opportunity for the participants to visit places which are closely connected to the events and personalities discussed in the lectures and seminars. 
The course will use a course packet specially designed for these classes.
